Prime Area: Communication and Language (CL) 

What happened?  

• Re-read some books so children learn the language necessary to 

talk about what is happening in each illustration and relate it to 

their own lives. Children will use a wide range of vocabulary 

appropriately. Sentence structure will be correct, although 

grammar may still be incorrect.  

• Predict what they think will happen. 

• Orally rehearse sentences with new vocabulary. 

Time to share!  

• Circles 

• Picture News 

• Read aloud books to children that will extend their knowledge of 

the world and illustrate a current topic. Select books containing 

photographs and pictures, for example, places in different 

weather conditions and seasons.  

• Asking questions and offering opinions. 

 

 

Prime Area: Physical Development (PD) 
Threading, cutting, playdough, Fine Motor activities.  

Form letters correctly including capital letters  

Colour inside the lines of a picture, using brushes, crayons and pencils with control 

Start to draw pictures that are recognisible  

Build things with smaller linking blocks, such as Lego 

Dough disco 

Races / team games involving gross motor movements, ball skills  

Dance related activities – outdoor summer music 

Athletics 

Climbing on golden trail/climbing frame,

Specific Area: Expressive Arts and 
Design (EAD) 

  

• Create own sculpture (Use meet Barbara 

Hepworth by Laura Caitlin book) 

• Retelling familiar stories  

Role play being a pirate 

• Rainbow fish collages – explain process 

• Puppet shows: Provide a wide range of props 

for play, which encourage imagination. 

• Explore shade and tone using colour chart 

strips- create own colour charts. 

• Use tone to create a painting of a river/ocean. 

• Mix colours to create rainbow fish 

painting/underwater pictures.

Specific Area: Understanding the World 

(UW)

Specific Area: Literacy 
• Stories from other cultures and traditions  

• Retell a story with actions and / or picture prompts as part of a group - 

Use story language when acting out a narrative. Rhyming words.  

• Can explain the main events of a story - Can draw pictures of characters/ 

object in a story. May include labels, sentences or captions. 

• Listen to stories, accurately anticipating key events & respond to what 

they hear with relevant comments, questions and reactions.  

• Make predictions 

• Understand that a non-fiction is a non-story- it gives information instead. 

Fiction means story. - Can point to front cover, back cover, spine, blurb, 

illustration, illustrator, author and title. 

• Texts: The Night Pirates, Oi Frog and Izzy Gizmo 

• Writing lists. Writing for a purpose in role-play using phonetically plausible 

attempts at words, beginning to use finger spaces independently.  

• Form lower-case and capital letters correctly.  

• Identify rhyming words.  

• Write a description  

• Writing dictated sentences using a range of tricky words that are spelt 

correctly. 

•  Beginning to use full stops, capital letters and finger spaces.  

• Write three dictated sentences . 

 

Specific Area: Mathematics (M) 

White Rose Maths 

Explore 3d shapes- recgonise and name 3-D shapes, find 2d shape 

within 3d, use 3d shapes for a purpose, identify and create patterns. 

To 20 and beyond - Building numbers beyond 10, Counting patterns 

beyond 10, Spatial reasoning 

How many now? -adding more, working out how many more added, take 

away, addition and subtraction facts. 

Manipulate, compose and decompose – selecting, rotating and 

manipulating shapes to create pictures 

Visualise Build and Map – Identifying pattern, creating pattern rules, 

describing position and interpreting and creating maps.
